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Junior Player Pathway within the Senior Club

1. Junior players over 13 should be encouraged to play senior club fixtures.


2. Junior players should be integrated into teams that best suit their ability and not based on friendship groups or availability. 


3. Junior players should be ideally playing a minimum of 30 mins in a fixture and not regularly less than this. For example, a player should drop down a team to play a greater number of minutes if they have had 3 games of less than 30 mins playing time so that they are still getting substantial playing time whilst having the opportunity to develop their learning in higher teams.

4. Players should be encouraged to experience all aspects of senior club hockey (not solely the 70 mins of hockey) including team meetings, warm ups, teas and socialising with teammates and opposition.


5. Performance pro-forma to be completed by coach/captain of team after each senior fixture for all players under 18. This is to track player development and enable better communication between teams, coaches, players, and parents.


6. Director of Coaching (Glenn Kirkham), Club Development Coach Anne-Marie Souster), and Chair of Junior Section (Kath MacDonald) to meet every 6 weeks to discuss player feedback forms, individual progress and any areas that need addressing.
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
